ROMANS 8:18-25

For | consider that the
sufferings of this present time
are not worth comparing with
the glory that is to be revealed
to us. For the creation waits
with eager longing for the
revealing of the sons of God.
For the creation was subjected
to futility, not willingly, but
because of him who subjected
it, in hope that the creation
itself will be set free from its
bondage to corruption and
obtain the freedom of the glory
of the children of God.

For we know that the whole
creation has been groaning
together in the pains of
childbirth until now. And not
only the creation, but we
ourselves, who have the first
fruits of the Spirit, groan
inwardly as we wait eagerly for
adoption as sons, the
redemption of our bodies.

ELIGIBILITY & GUIDELINES

This exhibition is open to all writers who are able to attend the events associated with the
exhibition. Top winners will be asked to perform at the “Songwriters Showcase” event on Sunday
night, April 1st. There is no fee for entry. All songs must be original in concept and creation.

No copies of other’s work will be accepted, including works presently under public domain.
Minors (those under 18 before April 1st) will need to obtain parental permission to participate in
the festival.

Each song submitted must be accompanied by lyric sheets and a short inspiration statement
in pdf format. Entries will be accepted between Feb 1 and Feb 29. Songs must be uploaded to
Sound Cloud in AIFF, WAVE, MP3 OR ACC format and the access information supplied during
the entry process. If you have questions about how to use Sound Cloud email us at
mustardireearts@gmail.com. Songs should be less than 5 minutes in length. If selected we may
ask that you provide a high-quality recording via cd.

You will be asked to release rights for Fellowship Bible Church and/or Mustard Tree Arts to
use your work during the festival, church services, and posting on the websites associated with
the festival and in the promotion of future festivals. We may also make a compilation work which
will include your recorded work. You will retain all ownership rights to your entry.

JUDGING, AWARDS, AND PERFORMANCES

All songs submitted will be judged for acceptance into the festival by the Mustard Tree Arts
Festival Songwriters Committee and sent to the Judge (to be announced) for selection of the top
entries. There will also be an opportunity for the public to vote for their favorites during the
festival for a people choice award.

Awards will be for the top winner in each division:

Professional: $200 for first place, award ribbons for second and third place

Artist Community: $100 for first place, award ribbons for second and third place
Scholar: $50 for first place

People’s choice: $100

Grand Prize: Professional recording of song (up to $750 - Entry chosen by Festival
Comnmittee)

“Songwriters Showcase” will take place on April1st from 6-8pm. Performers are invited to a
special get-acquainted dinner immediately before the event. Sound checks will be earlier that
day. Please make plans to attend the event even if you didn’t place to support your fellow artists.
